Book review: RapidsA Novel by Tim Parks

The setting of this book seemed far too familiar - had
someone on the BADCC trip last July managed to get into
print this quick?!

You must choos
your line.'And sometimes he is spot on; if someone had
explained in the way Clive does in the book just how
closely fitting my boat and | should be, I might have taken
more notice!

In fact, as with any novel written with an eye on the money,
sex, relationships, politics and drama on the water are
closely interwoven throughout, making it a real page turner.
