summer.

This course is suited to those of 2 Star
standard, whether or not you have taken the 2
Star test. The course will include:

Manual handling techniques

Application of the basic paddling strokes to
touring kayaks

Dealing with following seas and beam winds
Use of support and recovery strokes in wind
and waves

Turning

Towing and use of a tow line

Navigation

Relevant theory

Pre-requisites: hold the BCU 2 Star award or
be of 2 Star standard.

Cost: £40.00, which includes the cost of hiring
touring kayaks, paddles, spraydecks, buoyancy
aids and distress flare, as necessary. There will
be a £15 discount for anyone providing their
own kayak (minimum length 4.2m). However,

it will probably be necessary to make your own
arrangements to collect a kayak and transport it
to the coast.

The emphasis of this course is on skills
suitable for exposed open water, requiring the
paddler to perform appropriate and effective
manoeuvres, using combinations of strokes.

The course will consist of 3 days paddling on
the sea or tidal estuaries, probably the Hamble
Estuary, Poole Harbour and the coast towards
Swanage and a paddle along the south Dorset
coast.

Awards For All

This time last year we started putting together an applicati
Awards for All for funding for touring kayaks. We have now
received the grant and started to spend the money.

Awards for All distributes money from the National Lottery.
Their aim is to provide small grants, up to £10,000, for loca
community projects. The first stage was to develop a prop
for funding. With a real prospect of a clubhouse being buil
we decided that now was the time to broaden the sea kays
development programme, that Peter Mansell has been lea
for the last 3 years, to a more general touring kayak
programme and to purchase kayaks for that discipline. Aft
discussions with James Hinves, the local Canoe England
paddlesport development officer, we formulated a proposa
that included not only five sets of kayaks and kit but also
training.

The first application was prepared by John Herring and
submitted in March 2006. Unfortunately that was rejected
included our constitution before it was amended to comply
with the requirements for CASC. John then spent an agor
few months trying to determine whether the changes that
been made in June 2006 were sufficient for us to qualify.
was particularly important as this grant application was se¢
by the Committee and the Colt Hill Team as a key trial of o
fund raising potential for the club house.

Finally convinced that the constitution was now “ok”, John
about preparing a second application: Awards for All had
changed all the forms in the interim so this was not the sin
cut and paste that we had expected.

In February we received notification that we had been grar
£5,000 towards our programme. Peter set about getting
quotations for the kit from the three local suppliers:

Marsport, White Water and Woodmill. All were very close,
but Marsport offered marginally more discount so they were
chosen. Karen Gulley has followed up the order with
Marsport and arranged for the collection of kit as it has
come into stock.
