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Coaching News

Pool Sessions will start again on 5th January (see
the Pool Programme in this newsletter).

The 9:00 to 9:30 slot at the pool has not as well
attended as had been hoped. Therefore, Janella
and some of the coaches have rearranged the pool
programme to spread the types and times various
activities take place.

Booking Pool sessions

Pool sessions will cost £2.60 for %2 an hour and £4
for 1 hour (if available). Places are allocated on a
first come, first served basis and must be paid for at
time of booking-in. In general pre-booking (booking
a place for the following week) will not be allowed.
However, if you turn up to the pool and cannot get a
slot, you may then pre-book for the following week.

Exceptions to pre-booking rules may be made for
those living in excess of 10 miles away.

Volunteers

We need volunteers to sit behind the desk, book
people in, and take money. The more volunteers we
have, the less time any one individual needs to
spend doing it. Please speak to Janella if you feel
you can do this and help spread the burden.

Pool Rules

Just a reminder of a few Pool Rules. These exist for
your own safety.

Definitions:

The pool-side is defined as the area of the pool
which may be entered via the safety barrier or
through the changing area.

The Pool Guard is the person responsible for the
safety of all those on the water and at the pool-side
("He / She Who Must Be Obeyed")

Rules:

Only 11 paddlers may be on the water at any one
time.

There will be no swimmers in the pool. Non-
paddlers are sometimes allowed in the pool to
assist paddlers at the Pool Guard’s discretion.
(Obviously you are allowed to swim in you have
capsized or are practicing rescues etc!!)
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Paddlers may only enter the pool-side when they
have checked in (paid!) and changed into their
canoeing gear.

Outdoor shoes are not allowed by the pool-side.

All personal boats used on the pool must be
washed (to remove leaves, snails, mud, dead cats
etc..)

Non-paddlers are only allowed by the pool-side at
the discretion of the Pool Guard.

If you hear a whistle, stop what you are doing
and await instructions from the Pool Guard.

Always obey the Pool Guard.

One Star (Beginners) Kayak
Starting 12" January 2005

This course is for those with little or no kayaking
experience who wish to start with the basics and will
include:

Efficient forward and reverse paddling and
stopping

Basic turns

Moving sidways
Basic support stroke
Ruddering

Capsize drill

White Water Safety and Rescue

The BCU White Water Safety and Rescue course
aims to promote safe paddling on white water and
to develop relevant rescue strategies where a
rescue cannot be avoided.

The River Barle is a gem of a river. At higher levels
it is a wonderful paddle; never too hard but with
enough white water to be continuously enjoyable. At
moderate levels it remains continuous but with more
time between waves. At lower levels the lower
reaches of the Barle and Exe come into their own,
providing good paddling when the upper sections do
not have enough water.

The top section (Tarr Steps (GR 868322) to
Dulverton (GR 912278) is continuous grade Il, tree
lined and with one weir that may need inspecting
and can be portaged. The lower section starts at
Dulverton and joins the Exe (to which we also have
access). The sections that we paddle on the
weekend will depend on water levels

The Barle is recommended if you are happy on
grade 2 to 3 water and can confidently break out
into small eddies.

Accomodation: Beili Barn, Rhayader (GR 994698)

Cost: £25 (Including Saturday Dinner)

The River Wye has several sections. Unfortunately
there is rarely enough water to paddle the upper
sections but the middle sections can be paddled in
all but the lowest levels.

Possible paddles include Pant y Drain (GR 915763)
to the Marteg confluence (GR 951714), Marteg
confluence to Llanwrthwl (GR 976639), Newbridge
to Builth Wells (GR 042511) and Builth wells to
Llanstephan Bridge (GR112416).

The sections between Pant y Drain and Llanwrthwl
are the most interesting but often water levels are to
low to paddle these sections. However, the lower
sections (Newbridge to Llanfared) do contain some
interesting Rapids and play spots. These incluse
include S Bend (known by the locals as the Builth
Rocks) which is a popular local play-spot, Hell Hole
(not as bad as it sounds, except at high water), and
Llanfared Rapids.

If | was to write this trip report the way | wanted it
would say, “Lots of water, wet.”

However Mao (Hazel for those not familiar with the
worlds great chairpersons) gave me a foreboding
glare at that suggestion so | have had to write
something longer. This has however been hindered
by having a vocabulary of only 38 words, two of
which are ‘agadoo’ and ‘innit’ which | think | will
struggle to fit in.

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Who says we don’t have a competitive side to the
club? Wendy and | spent much of the year
preparing our hearts, minds and bodies for these
two gruelling races. Who else would be crazy
enough to give the K1 and K2 athletes a paddle for
their money. They looked worried when we turned
up at the race start looking mean in our long slow
kayaks. How they scoffed when we were in full
white water body armour! They were so terrified,
they paddled like the wind and had left the car park
before we had even reached half way.

The Avon descent start half a mile upstream of
Stratford-upon-Avon and winds its way 10 miles
down stream to Bidford. On the way there are
some 6 weirs which were easily shot, with only one
exception which we had to portage. Our aim this
year was to make sure we got a reasonable time
before committing to the Exe Descent two weeks
later. Well that we did! We shaved a good 30
minutes off last years time and completed in 2 hours
38 minutes. Not a bad time considering there is
little or no assistance from the river.

The Exe Descent is much bigger in many ways!
There’s more of the athletic type to intimidate, the
race is longer at 19 miles (Tiverton to Exeter) and
the weirs are bigger! We inspected the river a few
days before the race on our return from a marathon
food fest at the NEC Birmingham. It was low, but
encouragingly the river does at least have some
flow on it. None of the weirs we managed to inspect
looked bad and we agreed the best lines.

Alan Macdonald and Janella Mansell joined us on
this event. They decided to paddle in the mixed
canoe double class. Meeting us at a hotel the night
before it was clear that they were going for it!

On race day, we did our best again to intimidate the
other racers! The race start had the K1 and K2
groups going first. As usual there was the usual
carnage at the first weir as in low water there is only
one race line and everyone was going for it. There
was snapping fibreglass and swimmers galore.
Now you know we ask you to take it in turns and
give each other space! Soon enough it was Alan
and Janella’s turn and that's the last we saw of
them until we got to Exeter. Our turn now and we
are offt Well Wendy was, but | had chosen a poor
line down the weir and did several twirls with
another boat that the come dancing presenters
would have been impressed to see. Eventually | got
to water again and we were off. We knew what we
had to do and that was just keep going. At the low
levels we had the weirs are straight forward, but
some of the flatter sections were long and boring.
On the way we caught up with some of the canoes
and passed the odd white water racer that was
having to bail out water taken on while shooting
some weirs. Along the way | would keep just ahead
of Wendy so as to keep the momentum going. Well
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it all paid offt We met Alan and Janella who finished
as few minutes ahead of us and 4" in their group.
Our finishing time was 3 hours 39 minutes, giving
Wendy 5" place in her group. For me, | had taken
some 40 minutes off my race time of 4 years ago
when [ first did the race with Karen Gulley. That
year the levels were low, but a strong head wind
spent a good half of the race blowing us backwards
on the flattest section of the river.

Warm and Dry and Drying Room Etiquette

We are fortunate that most of the accommodation
that we use has a drying room. However, we often
have more gear to dry than the space in that room.
So it is important to use the available space wisely if
everyone is to get his or her essential gear dry.

First back to basics. There are two essential
requirements for drying: heat and ventilation. Heat
to vaporise the water and ventilation to carry the
water vapour away.

To experience heat without ventilation imagine filling
a pan with water and putting on the stove on a high
heat with all the windows and doors closed. The
water will evaporate but the kitchen will fill with
damp steam, which will condense on cool surfaces.
Heat without ventilation does not dry.

Ventilation without heat on the other hand is quite
effective at drying. Ask anyone who has put
washing on the line on a cold, windy winter’s day.

We can control both heat and ventilation to a
greater or lesser extent. The heat is either provided
or responds to plugging coins in the meter. Ideally
we want a comfortably warm drying room: too hot
will damage the latex seals on dry wear. We
usually have more control over ventilation: overall
by an extractor fan or opening windows, locally by
allowing sufficient space between Kkit.
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Generally it is warmest and driest at the top of the
drying room as heat rises and drips fall. The bottom
of the room is coolest and wettest. So how do we
make the best use of the available space?

For each item we need to ask is it important to dry
and if so will it dry quickly?

The first items to put in the drying room are the fast
drying, important things like thermals, fleece and
possibly cagoules. If you wring out excess water,
use a coat hanger to maximise ventilation and put
this sort of clothing high in the room it will normally
dry sufficiently in 2 or 3 hours that it can be moved
to the sleeping accommodation overnight. It is
important to not overfill the drying room at this time
as this would reduce ventilation.

Then move to the essential but slow drying items:
wetsuits, boots, and cagoules. All these can drip so
are best placed lower down to start. Once the fast
drying kit is dry, these items have stopped dripping
and they can be moved to the top rack.

Finally we move to the unimportant kit: buoyancy
aid, throwline and perhaps your spraydeck. This
will get wet as soon as you start kayaking so it does
not deserve drying space. If there is room it should
be placed low where it will drip on the floor rather
than on other Kit.

If it is necessary to dry kit in living or sleeping
rooms, similar considerations apply:

Do not pile damp gear on the radiators — this only
reduces their efficiency at heating.

Use coat hangers to increase ventilation and to
hang items at high level.

First dry important fast drying items like thermals.

Open windows slightly so that damp air can escape
and to avoid condensation.

Put slow drying items, like wetsuits, where they can
drip without causing damage and soaking other
items.
