Dont want to pay rip-off prices for a waterproof camera case
or pele case? Then make your own and spend the money you
save on shiny new kit!! Or my xmas pressie!!

You will need:

A plastic waterproof sandwich box (the type with the clamp
down edges) £1.49 from Tesco, some canoe foam (the type

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that comes with a new boat - thin stuff is best), and glue.

Make sure your camera fits in the box and the box fits in your
BA pocket (you wont look that silly in tesco with a BA,
honest!) before you buy the box.

Put your camera in the box. Work out how much space there is
left in the box. Slowly add thin sections of foam to the box,
after each one re-checking how much space is left to fill. Once
you’ve put all the foam in your ready to go!!

You can use the box without the foam but the foam will help
soak up any water that gets in from rain etc. and will stop your
camera getting bashed about and scratched too much.

I have used my camera box in white water and surf rolled
loads of times without any leaks. However this is a home made
product and its up to you to check the box works before using
it with your camera in! In short, mine works if yours doesn’t
its not my problem!
