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Coaching News

Application forms for all of the courses will be available
from Janella Mansell (see Club Contacts in this edition of
BadNews). There will generally be a maximum of eight
places available on each course and places will be allocated
on a first come, first served basis. The Club reserves the
right to cancel a course if there are insufficient applicants.

In the past there has been little on our website
( ) about our coaching. We are
working to include a few pages on the forthcoming courses,
possibly will application forms as downloads. We have also
included many of the “Top Tips” articles published in past
newsletter as downloads: these include advice on  subjects
ranging from helmets, to keeping warm and etiquette on and
off the river.

This course will start on Wednesday 2    January and will
run for six weeks, from 7  8:30pm. It is a junior course,
aimed at those aged 14 and under and is suited to complete
beginners and those with very limited experience. (Read
further on in BadNews for info about the equivalent course
for adults.)

Cost: £35

We shall be running two courses aimed at improvers next
spring. The BCU 2 Star award is aimed primarily at adults
whilst the PaddlePower Progression course will continue
where the PaddlePower Introductory course finished and
will be aimed at young people. These will be suitable for
paddlers who have mastered basic skills such as forwards
and backwards movement, stopping and turning.

At this level paddlesport skills and coaching are considered
to be generic to both canoe and kayak and experience in a
wide variety of different type of boat (for example open
canoe, touring kayak, white water kayak) are considered to
be important. The swimming pool is a great environment to
gain confidence and learn kayaking skills, but it is not
appropriate for longer kayaks or open canoes, so we shall be
running further sessions outside over the  summer to cover
these aspects.

This course is suited to those of 1 Star standard. This
module will comprise four evening sessions at QMC pool

which will:
introduce the foundation rescue skills,
develop manoeuvring skills (going sideways and
turning),
introduce skills to prevent a capsize.

Each session will be supported by a theory session aimed at
introducing the skills and knowledge necessary to plan and
run simple journeys.  Each session will run from 8pm to
9.30pm starting with 15 minutes of theory, before changing to
get on the water for one hour.

Pre-requisites: hold the BCU 1 Star award or be of 1 Star
standard.

Cost: £30.00.

Separate outdoor modules will be run a little later in the year
when it is warmer.  Currently we envisage three outdoor
modules each lasting half a day or two evenings: one in
touring kayaks focused on efficient forward paddling; one in
general purpose kayaks developing manoeuvring, turning and
steering strokes; and one in open canoes.

Testing for the BCU Star Test is not part of this course as most
paddlers benefit from a few months to practice and gain
experience paddling on journeys before assessment. Testing
will be possible from May next year when the weather is a
little warmer.

This course is suited to those who have completed either of
the PaddlePower Introductory courses and will comprise
eleven evening sessions at QMC pool. These will complete
PaddlePower Passport (equivalent to the adult 1 Star) and start
PaddlePower Discover (equivalent to adult 2 Star). The
course will focus on skills and techniques that help younger
paddlers develop competence and raise their standard of
achievement whilst having plenty of opportunity for fun.

Each session will run from 6.50pm (changed and ready so we
are on the water at 7.00pm) to 8.00pm. The 30 minutes on the
water will include skill development and a game.  Once
paddlers are dry and changed the session will finish with a
short theory session to develop supporting knowledge.

Pre-requisites: have attended one of the Club's junior
introductory courses or equivalent.

Cost: £35.00.

When we return to the Basingstoke Canal in May outdoor
sessions will be run to cover those skills which cannot readily
be taught on the swimming pool.

Journeying Requirements for New Star Tests

We shall be continuing to provide training for the new Three
Star on a modular basis.

In the New Year we will be providing opportunities to
undertake white water training modules for the Three Star
award.

White water training will be available on the Club's
white water trips over the winter, including the Dart (26-27
January 2008) and the Barle (23-24 February 2008). The cost
will be £5 per day.

Pre-requisites: hold the BCU 2 Star award.

Holding an 8 hour first aid qualification is a requirement for
BCU Coaches and for the Pool Endorsement. We
recommend that all canoeists should hold at least an 8 hour
qualification.

This award is intended to address the First Aid incidents
most likely to arise during the majority of canoeing
situations and includes

Resuscitation
Drowning and cold water immersion
Effects of heat and cold
Wounds and major bleeding
Shock

Assessment will be on-going during the course, rather than
by final examination.

Cost: £30.00.

The course lasts 8 hours and will be run on a single day.

The new star test syllabi place much more emphasis on
journeying. The skills to plan and lead journeys are now
introduced progressively.

At 2 Star the knowledge and skill necessary to run a
simple trip with your peers are introduced.

The 2 Star assessment will include planning and
running a simple 1 hour trip and candidates will
need to show that they have experience of either 2
journeys of about 2 hours duration or have attended
2 competitive events.

At the 3 Star assessment candidates will be expected
to have paddled in groups of their peers as well as
paddling on led trips. At assessment candidates will
have to show that they have paddled on 3
sheltered water day trips and 3 day trips on grade 2
moving water.
The 4 Star is leadership award for paddlers leading on
grade 2 and paddling on grade 3 white water, or
equivalent sea or surf conditions.  Both days of the
assessment will be journeys on white water: one day
looking at paddling skills on grade 3 water and the
other day looking at leadership on a grade 2 journey.
The 5 Star is a leadership award for paddlers leading
on grade 3-4 and paddling on grade 4 and above.
Again, the assessment takes place over two days with
a journey on each day.

These requirements will be reflected in the 2 and 3 Star
training courses from this year. The 2 Star course in February
will include journey planning as the core element of the theory
sessions.  If you have started on the old syllabus and wish to
progress, attendance at these sessions is recommended.  If you
have previously attended either a 2 Star or 3 Star course with
the Club there will be no charge for attending these sessions,
but please do let Janella know if you plan to attend.

I have recently completed my Level 5 Coach training.  I now
need to put the ideas and skills that have been introduced to
me into practice. This does not mean running lots of star test
courses to gain experience as I am already considered to be
capable of doing that.  I need to work with long-term students
to develop their paddling skills over months or years.

: you should have some experience of white
water, at least enough that you know that you want more; you
need to have a desire to improve. There is no upper limit on
your current paddling ability.

Free individualised coaching from me
as I try to progress to Level 5 Coach, which would equate to a
regional or national standard coaching in competitive sports.
Starting with a discussion of how you want to develop and an
assessment of your current paddling skills we will develop an
individual programme to help you progress from where you
are to where you want to go.

I shall be looking for a reasonable commitment from you to
improve your skills: that does not mean coaching every week
or even necessarily paddling every week, but it will include
travelling to appropriate water on which to practice, for
example on Club weekend trips. I may also ask others within
the Club or Level 5 Coaches from outside the Club to observe
my coaching from time to time so I receive feedback on my
performance as a coach.

Work preparing for the submission of a planning application is
well underway. The ecological survey has been completed
and has not found any rare or protected species that might have
delayed the project. The tree survey will be completed by the
middle of January and we are meeting with Hampshire County
Council and the Basingstoke Canal Authority in early January
to agree a revised access arrangement.

On that basis we have agreed with our architects a target for
submission of the planning application by the end of January.

Sundays have become difficult for a number of the regular
participants of the Sunday working parties and paddles. We
therefore propose to change to the monthly weekend meetings
at Colt Hill to the first of each month. Subject to
confirmation from Hart District Council that maintenance will
not require planning permission we will re-start the half day of
paddling and half day of work on our land. Whilst asking the
council about removing nettles and brambles may sound over
the top, we do not want to do anything now that may prejudice
the planning application for the club house.

Following our meeting with the Basingstoke Canal Angling
Association we now have details of planned dates for angling

matches on the canal. Those affecting the reaches near Colt Hill
are as follows:

We think that we now have all the necessary policies and
procedures in place and are providing the range and quality of
coaching necessary to be awarded Canoe England Top Club and
Sport England Coachmark. We have a meeting with James
Hinves, the senior paddlesport development officer for southern
England towards the end of January to review our status.

However we do have one weakness on which
. Whilst we provide a good programme of activities for

young people, one of the requirements for Top Club is to
facilitate access to a range of events for young people within the
region: for example the autumn programme included canoe
slalom, racing and canoe polo events in Hampshire and
Berkshire. Would any parents be willing help for example by
coordinating travel arrangements or liaising with the organisers?
If so please speak to John Herring or me.

We shall be running our own introductory event for young
people later in the spring or early summer an introduction to
white water paddling. Full details will be included in the
February BADnews.

The Department for Culture Media and Sport (DCMS) have
issued a booklet and a
copy has been put on the Canoe England Southern Region
Website . We have been asked to draw it
to your attention so please look at the Southern Region
website.

All paddlers are encouraged to carry a small personal first aid kit
with them whilst paddling. However, it is the responsibility of
the coach or leader in charge of any group on the water to ensure
that they are carrying a first aid kit between them. If necessary a
Club first aid shall be borrowed for the session.

During the remainder of this white water season the two Club
first aid kits will be kept with the other group equipment and
Janella and I will bring them to all the Club weekend trips.
Please contact us it you need to borrow any of it in between.

We have developed an induction form to ensure that any new
coaches, either joining the Club or existing member receiving
training, are aware of the relevant Club policies and procedures.

sheltered shore of the island is never more than 20 minutes drive
away.

Over the three days of the bank holiday weekend a wide variety
of skills workshops are run. From the Tuesday a series of BCU
star award and coaching will take place as well as coastal
paddles.

A group of Club members are planning to attend. If you are
interested in sea kayaking I would highly recommend this event
both for the training and paddling opportunities and for the
inspiration that comes from hearing what other sea kayakers are
doing. For more information either talk to me or come along to
theTuesday evening meeting on 15 January.

One of the most appealing aspects of sea kayaking is being able
to pack a week's food and camping kit in the boat and escape.
Next summer we plan to return to the Slate Isles on the West
coast of Scotland for a week, early in June.

Janella and I have visited this area twice before and love the
small islands, stunning scenery and clear blue seas. Depending
on the weather we may visit the “natural” swimming pool on
Belnahua, paddle through the Corryvreckan (on slack water, as
when the tide is flowing it is the second largest whirlpool in the
world), paddle under the “Bridge over theAtlantic”, watch seals,
porpoises and sea birds, camp on uninhabited islands or just chill
in the Easedale fish and chip shop (they start serving shortly after
the fishing boat comes in).

Sea kayak camping will be one of the topics covered in the
Tuesday evening meeting on 12 March so come along if you
want to discover more. Experiments are currently in progress to
determine which of the Club's kayaks are large enough to pack a
week's kit: at most 6 will be suitable so numbers on this
expedition will be limited.

In terms of previous experience the only pre-requisites are the
ability to paddle in a straight line and being reasonably fit.
Typically we would be paddling 10 to 12 miles each day and
seeking shelter from the islands if the weather turns against us.

Pembrokeshire Coast
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coastlines facing in most directions so a sheltered shore can be
found whatever the weather. The potential paddling varies
from the sheltered water of Milford Haven to the infamous tide
race at the Bitches. There are also good surf beaches in the
area. As Pembrokeshire is at the end of the M4 it is easier to
reach if anyone wants to travel down on Friday evening and
back on Sunday evening for a 2 day weekend.

A polo session is included in the pool programme each
month. These are open to all members, though basic
paddling skills are essential.

If you are interested in joining in but do not understand the
rules then come along to watch a session and ask Rob,
Wendy or Peter to explain the rules.  Otherwise just turn up
an play.  Generally we play three games in the hour slot and
most paddlers play two games.

In February we will once again be visiting the River Barle in
North Devon. This is a scenic white water run on mainly grade
2 white water, though if the water levels are high, the top
section from Tarr Steps to Dulverton can be continuous grade 3
with an alpine feel. Using the Club grading this would be red,
though a paddle from Dulverton down, which is a likely paddle
for one day, is orange.

We shall be staying at MineheadYouth Hostel, which can sleep
35 in dormitories of 2 to 6 beds. It also has a kitchen, dining
room and lounge and a number of decent showers. We shall be
dining in on Saturday evening. There is plenty of space in this
hostel so non-paddlers are welcome.

The cost will be £40 including accommodation, access fees,
heating and Saturday dinner (bring your own beverages).
Please let me know if you have any food allergies, violent
dislikes or are vegetarian etc.

Work is already in hand to plan the programme for next winter
and to start booking accommodation: for some bunkhouses it
is necessary to book up to a year in advance. As with this year
we hope to have a broad spectrum of trips on offer: easier trips
for those new to this type of masochism, moderate paddles for
improvers and a few more difficult trips.

Based on the response to the trips organised this year there will
be no difficulty finding people wanting to paddle.

Europe -Summer2008

During last New Year's club trip to North Wales a series of
advanced, short notice, trips were proposed on less frequently
paddled rivers. Examples included Teign, Walkham and Tavy in
Devon; Eden, Mawddach and Wnion in mid Wales ; Ogwen,
Llugwy and Conwy in North Wales; Crake, Duddon and Kent in
the Lake District; Lune, Tees, Wharfe and Allen in northern
England and Scotland (too numerous to list). Due to the nature
of all of these rivers they should be considered to be Black on the
club's grading system. Since many of these rivers are rain
dependent decisions in relation to where and when to paddle will
be taken on a weekly basis in the pub on the Wednesday
immediately prior to the trip by which time the BBC 5 day
forecast should have indicated whether there will be any water
available.
For the purposes of 'putting dates in diaries' I have identified the
following weekends as potential weekends for these trips
(locations in (brackets) are where I potentially already have
walking weekends away planned but which could turn into river
trips if the river levels are 'up'):
19-20 Jan ( SouthWales )
9-10 Feb
16-17 Feb
1-2 Mar
8-9 Mar ( Dartmoor )
15-16 Mar
21-24 Mar ( Scotland Easter)
If there is no water then the trips could 'morph' into other
outdoors pursuits trips including mountain biking, walking, etc.

A 'plan' is coming together for a multi-sports (i.e. kayaking,
mountain biking, walking, climbing, via ferrata and relaxing
etc) trip to Europe next summer.

The proposed dates are Fri 16 May  Sun 1 June (with Fri 27
