PLEASE READ ME!

The club is in danger of having to close unless
we get two new people to join the committee -
one to become the chairman and one to
become the secretary.

In the last news letter John asked for people in the club to
contact him if they were interested in, or at least able to be, the
next club chairman or secretary. Hazel and John have done
their turn of duty over the past 5 years and have to step down
at the next AGM which is on the 26 of March. But – as of the
end of Feb we have no volunteers – and the gentle persuasion
we have been applying at various club events has not yet
worked. We still have no volunteers.

These are really not such difficult and time consuming roles
we are asking someone to take on. The roles may seem a bit
daunting, but in reality it is not so bad! There are five existing
members of the committee that will be able to stay on and
know what it takes to run the club. And there are lots of
members that will let you know what they want the club to do.
The committee tries to meet one evening a month but
sometimes only four times a year. As is always the case people
outside the committee are able to continue supporting such
things as Colt Hill and the newsletter. The coaches handle the
skill and paddling side of the club so you do not even need to
be an active paddler. An interested parent makes a great
committee member! Over the past few years we have worked
hard to make the committee and therefore the club easy to run.
A lot of basic admin things are now set up. Whoever is on the
next committee will really benefit from this!

The key thing here is that the club is not able to continue
without a complete committee.

If we still have no club chairman or club secretary by the end
of the AGM I am required, by the club’s constitution, to call
an EGM to dissolve the club. At the end of this EGM all our
club assets will be handed over to the BCU for distribution to
other clubs in the Canoe England area.

And that will be it – no club – that means at the very least no
trips, no courses, no coaches, no equipment and no pool. All
of which need a club to manage the basics of organizing and
funding. Individuals cannot easily do this due to insurance,
liability and having the upfront funding. The club at the end of
2007 had just over 100 members. I am sure I am not the only
person in the club that really wants the club to stay intact. It is
a great club and an active club.

Please - if you or your offspring would like the club to remain
and you think you will be able to step into one of these roles
and save the club please get in touch as soon as possible.

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Coaching News

Application forms for all of the courses will be available
from Janella Mansell (see Club Contacts in this edition of
BadNews). There will generally be a maximum of eight
places available on each course and places will be allocated
on a first come, first served basis. The Club reserves the
right to cancel a course if there are insufficient applicants.

Hampshire County Council, Sport England and Sport
Hampshire and Isle of Wight are funding a programme,
called Return to Sport, to encourage more adults to regularly
participate in sport across the county. The Club is taking
part in this in the programme to encourage more people to
take up canoeing and kayaking in our area.

Over the spring and summer we will be running two courses
for adults. The  first will start in the pool at beginning of
April and run through to the end of May. The second will be
run on the Basingstoke Canal in August and in the pool in
September.

This is a great opportunity for us the promote canoeing and
kayaking in the local area. If you know of anyone who may
be interested please put them in touch with Janella.

Holding an 8 hour first aid qualification is a requirement for
BCU Coaches and for the Pool Endorsement. We
recommend that all canoeists should hold at least an 8 hour
qualification.

This award is intended to address the First Aid incidents
most likely to arise during the majority of canoeing
situations and includes

Resuscitation
Drowning and cold water immersion
Effects of heat and cold
Wounds and major bleeding
Shock

Assessment will be on-going during the course, rather than
by final examination.

Cost: £30.00.

The course lasts 8 hours and will be run on a single day.

In January the tree survey was completed and we met with
Hampshire County Council and the Basingstoke Canal
Authority in early January. This completed our outstanding
tasks

We have now received the Phase 1 Habitat Survey report,
which concludes that it is unlikely that the building of our
Club House will have an ecological or visual impact on the
Canal, provided precautions are taken.  It even goes so far as
to suggest that we can enhance the ecological value of the site
by sympathetic land management, and recommends that we
install bat boxes and build ‘habitat piles’ (for the uninitiated,
these are piles of logs that beetles, grubs and other creepy
crawlies can live in!)

Our monthly weekend meetings at Colt Hill are now on the
first of each month.  Hart District Council have
confirmed that maintenance does not require planning
permission providing we do not touch trees (anything with a
trunk diameter of greater than 75mm at 1.5m above ground
level) or do anything that may harm trees.

On that basis we have agreed with our architects a target for
submission of the planning application by the end of January.

Saturday
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We have now cut down the remains of the brambles and
nettles that grew up in the latter half of last year.  Over the
coming months our focus will be on maintaining the
boundary fence and keeping the nettles at bay.

We have been in contact with the Basingstoke Canal
Angling Association and will publish dates of their matches
in the vicinity of Colt Hill for the 2008/09 season when we
get them.

Please be considerate whenever you pass people angling on
the canal and do not loiter or play near them.

One of the most appealing aspects of sea kayaking is being
able to pack a week’s food and camping kit in the boat and
escape.  Next summer we plan to return to the Slate Isles on
the West coast of Scotland for a week, early in June.

Janella and I have visited this area twice before and love the
small islands, stunning scenery and clear blue seas.
Depending on the weather we may visit the “natural”
swimming pool on Belnahua, paddle through the
Corryvreckan (on slack water, as when the tide is flowing it is
the second largest whirlpool in the world), paddle under the
“Bridge over the Atlantic”, watch seals, porpoises and sea
birds, camp on uninhabited islands or just chill in the Easedale
fish and chip shop (they start serving shortly after the fishing
boat comes in).

Sea kayak camping will be one of the topics covered in the
Tuesday evening meeting on 12 March so come along if you
want to discover more.  Experiments are currently in progress
to determine which of the Club’s kayaks are large enough to
pack a week’s kit: at most 6 will be suitable so numbers on
this expedition will be limited.

In terms of previous experience the only pre-requisites are the
ability to paddle in a straight line and being reasonably fit.
Typically we would be paddling 10 to 12 miles each day and
seeking shelter from the islands if the weather turns against us.

A sea kayaking module will be run over the summer, in
conjunction with the day paddles.

In September we shall be arranging a 3 or 4 day paddling trip
to the .  Like Anglesey it benefits from
coastlines facing in most directions so a sheltered shore can be
found whatever the weather. The potential paddling varies
from the sheltered water of Milford Haven to the infamous
tide race at the Bitches. There are also good surf beaches in
the area. As Pembrokeshire is at the end of the M4 it is easier
to reach if anyone wants to travel down on Friday evening and
back on Sunday evening for a 2 day weekend.

A polo session is included in the pool programme each
month. These are open to all members, though basic
paddling skills are essential.

If you are interested in joining in but do not understand the
rules then come along to watch a session and ask Rob,
Wendy or Peter to explain the rules.  Otherwise just turn up
an play.  Generally we play three games in the hour slot and
most paddlers play two games.

Work is already in hand to plan the programme for next
winter and to start booking accommodation: for some
bunkhouses it is necessary to book up to a year in advance.
As trips are booked details will appear in the diary, both on
the website (www.badpaddlers.org) and in the newsletter.
As with this year we hope to have a broad spectrum of trips
on offer: easier trips for those new to this type of
masochism, moderate paddles for improvers and a few more
difficult trips.

Once trip dates are published we will start taking bookings.
In principle places will be allocated on a first come first
served basis, providing there are sufficient experienced
paddlers to lead the less experienced. The number of places
on each trip will be limited for a variety of practical reasons:
we have a limited number of beds at the accommodation, we
need to be mindful of limited parking at some locations, we
need sufficient experienced paddlers and leaders for safety
and we have a responsibility to paddling in an
environmentally friendly manner.

Based on the response to the trips organised this year there
will be no difficulty finding people wanting to paddle.

However, we do have a very limited pool of trip organisers.
If you want more opportunities to paddle white water next
winter and are willing to help by organising a weekend then
please speak to Karen, Janella or me. We are more than
willing to help and show you the ropes.

It will be the usual sort of
arrangements, arriving on the Friday night at the camp site,
paddling on the Saturday with a lunch stop (hopefully!) at
Monnington Falls (a good chance to practise those river
swimming techniques if the weather is warm enough), BBQ
Saturday evening at the camp site, paddling from Welsh
Bicknor to Simmonds Yat on the Sunday, and fish and chips in
Chepstow on the way home.

Rob and Hazel are planning to run a flat water paddle on
Saturday 29th March 2008.  It will be a fun and gentle paddle
from Kintbury to Newbury, approximately 6 to 8 miles along
the Kennet and Avon Canal, so will involve going around
several locks, and possibly a lunch stop (so bring some
sandwiches).
